5:00PM  Load Uniforms, Luggage, and Equipment on Big Trailer! Toiletries can be carried in a day bag.

4:00 AM Arrive at Beyer, Load Buses 

4:15 AM Depart Beyer for Disneyland!! 

8:15 AM Breakfast stop in Bakersfield, fast food restuarant

10:30 PM Arrive at the Hotel and pick up room keys (2 keys per room, each assigned to specific student)

10:00 PM Load buses/HELP Blue Crew & Boosters pick up any trash

10:45 PM Arrive at hotel/go directly to your hotel room 

11:15 PM Lights out/Room Checks
